. Introduce new vocabulary:

. Have students brainstorm a list of ways that trees benefit us. The list can include

products we use that are made from trees, and environmental benefits of trees.

. Individually or in cooperative groups have students research other timber products

that were not mentioned in brainstorming list. Use Internet and/or other available
resources. Have each group make a new list and compare with other groups. A list of
products from the timber industry is included in this lesson for the teacher’s
reference.

. Have students read “lIts More Than Just a Tree” and complete the activity.

. Have students complete “Texas Timber” using the chart of timber production and value.

. Using the map of Texas counties have students locate where timber is grown in the

state.

. Assessment: Students should successfully complete the activities, based on teacher

observation and grading system.
